We hope that young people and their families will find these stories helpful as they set goals and determine paths for their lives as adults after high school.
The T-shirts are $15 each and are available in sizes small (S) through extra-extra large (XXL).   Youth from the board and students working with the MT-TIRC project are selling the shirts, overseeing their packaging and shipping, and handling the accounting responsibilities for the sales.
