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The teen years are a challenge in the best of circumstances, but for youth with disabilities and their families these challenges can feel insurmountable.  The Montana Youth Leadership Forum (MYLF) is a statewide transition program that provides a unique leadership training program for high school students with disabilities.  MYLF empowers students with the skills to set and achieve their goals.
