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The Department of Labor (DOL) and the Social Security Administration (SSA) have jointly established a new position, the Disability Program Navigator, within DOL's One-Stop Career Centers.  The DOL-funded One-Stop Career Centers provide information, training and other employment-related services at a single customer-friendly location.
This Power Point presentation will outline the basic services that are covered by the Disability Navigator. It is an attempt to reach more people.  Our goals include:

· INCREASE BUSINESS AWARENESS & OUTREACH
· ASSIST INDIVIDUALS SEEKING EMPLOYMENT

· LINK TO COMMUNITY PARTNERS/NON-PROFIT AGENCIES

· INFORM THE PUBLIC ABOUT RESOURCES AVAILABLE
